Below you will find specific guidelines on how to write a bio-poem and an example of a bio-poem from a book character. After familiarizing yourself with the poem’s structure, read about the Holocaust victim of your choice on the Children of the Holocaust website link provided on mscopley.weebly.com, and then create a bio-poem for that victim. Go to postermywall.com and create your bio-poem with a picture of the child you chose from for Holocaust website. Save to download and then send to my via eaglemail.

Follow the directions for each line of the poem. Copy any words that are not in parentheses. 

1. (write person’s first name)

2. (list three specific adjectives that describe this person)

3. (identify the person’s relationship to another person: Son of, or Daughter of, for example)

4. Who feels (list three things the person feels or you think he/she would feel)

5. Who fears (list three things you believe the person fears or would fear)

6. Who would like (list three things you believe the person would like)

7. Resident of (identify where your person resided)

8. (write the person’s last name)
